Little Ferry Mayor Mauro Raguseo announced today a new record for Family Fun Day 

Donations. Mayor Raguseo stated that with one week to go before Family Fun Day, the Borough 

has received over $30,850 in donations.

The event, to be held this year on Saturday, September 24 

at Lakeview Park, demonstrates the continued commitment of the private sector towards the 

tight-knit community that is Little Ferry.

“We are excited to bring more 

rides for the children to enjoy,” stated the Councilwoman. Last year, upwards of 3,000 people 

attend the “Rockin 50’s” themed event.
